	Main Feature – Number Wonders (Maths Week)
	Maths – Measures / History – Story
	• Explore unusual facts about numbers in history and daily life
• Appreciate how maths connects to the world
• Recognise fun and surprising applications of numbers
	Pupils explored ‘Number Wonders’ for Maths Week. They learned quirky numerical facts, from the tallest man to record-breaking feats, and reflected on the role of numbers in understanding the world.

	This Month in History – Founding of the Red Cross (29 October 1863)
	History – Story (Stories from the past, chronology)
SPHE – Citizenship
	• Learn about significant people and organisations from the past
• Recognise the importance of humanitarian work
• Place historical events in sequence
	Pupils learned about the founding of the International Red Cross in 1863. They discussed its humanitarian mission. 

	People Working in the Community – Speech Therapist
	SPHE – Myself and the Wider World (Developing citizenship)
English – Oral Language
	• Learn about the work of a speech therapist
• Recognise how speech therapists help people communicate
• Appreciate the importance of communication skills
	Pupils explored the role of a speech therapist. They discussed how speech therapists support children and adults with language and communication needs.

	Art to Heart – And Then We Saw the Daughter of the Minotaur! (Leonora Carrington, 1953)
	Visual Arts – Appreciating and Responding
English – Oral Language
History – Story
	• Look at and talk about surrealist art
• Use art vocabulary to describe and respond
• Develop awareness of artistic movements
	Pupils studied Leonora Carrington’s painting And Then We Saw the Daughter of the Minotaur!. They responded to its surreal style and symbolism, sharing personal reactions.

	Feel Good – Breathe Easy
	SPHE – Myself (Taking care of my body)
SPHE – Myself and Others (Self-confidence, Managing feelings)
	• Recognise the importance of breathing for wellbeing
• Practise calming breathing techniques
• Learn strategies for managing worries
	Pupils learned how to use calming breaths when they feel worried. They practised breathing exercises and discussed how these help the brain and body relax.

	Around the World – Japan
	Geography – Human Environments (People and other lands)
Geography – Natural Environments (Natural features)
	• Locate Japan on a map
• Explore traditions, food, and natural features
• Compare Japanese culture with Ireland
	Pupils studied Japan, locating it on maps, and learning about sushi, Mount Fuji, cherry blossoms, and technology.

	Amazing Engineering – The Compass (c. 206 BC, China)
	Science – Energy and Forces
History – Story
	• Recognise the compass as an important invention
• Explore how it changed navigation and exploration
• Compare past and present navigation tools
	Pupils learned about the invention of the compass in China. They discussed how it revolutionised travel, trade, and exploration.

	Alphabet Animals – V
	Science – Living Things (Animals)
Geography – Natural Environments
English – Oral Language
	• Identify unusual animals beginning with V
• Describe their features and habitats
• Appreciate biodiversity and conservation
	Pupils studied unusual animals beginning with V – Vaquita, Vicuña, and Vine Snake. They described features, habitats, and adaptations.

	The Nature Notebook – Chinese Lantern (Physalis)
	Geography – Natural Environments
Science – Living Things (Plants)
SPHE – Environmental Awareness and Care
	• Identify seasonal plants
• Explore ways to support wildlife
• Recognise responsibility in caring for nature
	Pupils learned about the Chinese Lantern plant and discussed its features. They read about how hedgehog houses can help support local wildlife.

	The Wacky World of Sport – Soccer
	PE – Games
English – Oral Language
	• Explore unusual sports stories
• Discuss fairness and fun in games
• Develop interest in sporting culture
	Pupils read about ‘The Most Ridiculous Football Match Ever’. They discussed teamwork, sportsmanship, and how unusual events can happen in sport.

	NF Book Club – The Clubhouse Mystery (Erika McGann)
	English – Reading / Writing
	• Develop reading for pleasure
• Discuss characters and storylines
• Share book reviews and recommendations
	Pupils read and discussed Cass and the Bubble Street Gang: The Clubhouse Mystery by Erika McGann. They shared reviews and recommendations.

	Farm Life – Mad for Machinery
	Geography – Human Environments
Science – Materials
	• Learn about machinery used in farming
• Explore the science behind machines
• Discuss farming technology
	Pupils learned about the McHale Fusion 4 Baler and Wrapper. They explored how it works and why it is important for farmers.

	Picture This – World Animal Day
	SPHE – Myself and Others (Relating to others)
English – Oral Language
	• Discuss the role of pets in people’s lives
• Recognise how sharing pet pictures can strengthen bonds
• Appreciate connections between animals and people
	Pupils marked World Animal Day by learning how sharing pet pictures helps people bond – a behaviour scientists call ‘pebbling’. They discussed which animals make the cutest pets.
